LAA offers a registration subsidy for 
members in good standing who work in 
libraries located in municipalities of 
under 10,000 population.  The subsidy is 
paid to libraries only (not to individuals). 

Due to the limited nature of the fund, a 
maximum of one subsidy is paid for 
each library. Conference registration up 
to the maximum of the early-bird rate 
will be reimbursed ($230.00 plus $11.50 
GST = $241.50). A copy of your 
conference registration receipt must 
accompany your claim. The deadline for 
receipt of the subsidy form is May 31, 
2018.
